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Monument Repairs and Releveling

During this quarter the Association has been working to
make some much needed repairs to tombstones which have
sunk into the ground over time. Because of the weight of
these stones the association was not able to accomplish this
work alone. During our annual meeting we voted to budget
funds to hire Worthington Monument Company to accom-
plish the job. They began work on February 21, 2023. Dur-
ing the following month they were able to make repairs to
21 headstones. For a list of headstones repaired, please see
our website whiteschapelcemetery.org. Since these repairs
were ear marked in the budget for 2023, we have already
paid for these repairs.

We plan to make other repairs needed however, due to the
significant cost associated with these types of repairs it is necessary to schedule this work over
time as funds are available. Thanks to the generosity of our Association members, we have
funds set aside for mainte-
nance of the cemetery but
rely mostly on contributions
from relatives of persons
buried in the cemetery to
make non-routine repairs. It
is the responsibility of the
Association for us to keep
up the appearance of our
cemetery within the com-
munity and maintain the
final resting place of our
love ones.

This means no trust fund for maintenance of your
family member’s burial space was established at
the time of their death. In recent years and pre-
sent, persons who were buried in the cemetery
paid $200.00 as a burial fee. This payment is made
through the funeral home which is handling your
family’s arrangements. These funds are then for-
warded to the Association and per the Association
By-laws are deposited in the permanent fund.
Now it becomes our responsibility to
continue this heritage. We have added
to our new improved website a Donate
button to make it easier for you to make
a contribution to the maintenance fund
of the cemetery. However, if you prefer
you can continue to make your contribu-
tion by mailing a check to; Whites Chap-
el Cemetery, P.O. Box 92082, Southlake
Texas 76092.
